Status of TRB Research on Climate Change 
1. Lou Neudorff provided summary of TRB activities, research needs and recent workshops related 

to ITS.  Items covered included: 

 TRB Special Report 299: A Transportation Research Program for Mitigating and Adapting to 

Climate Change and Conserving Energy. The report covers strategies affecting travel and 

mode choice, models and decision tools, infrastructure investment options, and 

infrastructure construction, operation, and maintenance. 

 Overview of Moving Cooler report.  ITS America will prepare comments on report.  Lou felt 

ITS benefits understated in the report. 

 More research needed to quantify and understand the potential benefits of ITS and other 

operational improvements on GHG emissions and the relationship between those 

improvements and latent demand. 

 Other research needs: 

- Review of existing studies.  Why do results vary between them? 

- Identifying the best models / procedures for conducting analyses 

- What is the carbon footprint of ITS (including the footprint of management centers) 

- How can ITS complement EcoDriving strategies? 

 Identify role of ITE in addressing ITS climate change issues.  More coordination needed 

between the committees.  Opportunities for coordination include:
